I. Call to Order – Mayor Trett called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM. 

II. Council Roll Call- Present, Greg Sheppard, Eric Page, Tim Luke, Todd Smith, Michele Tesdal, Denny Nielsen. Staff present City Recorder Michelle Connor, City Clerk Lindsay Meyer.

IV. Approval of the Agenda Eric Page made motion to approve the agenda. Seconded by Denny Nielsen all in favor.

VI. Committee Reports- None This time is set aside for committees established by law, ordinance or other authority to report to the City Council on the committee’s ongoing work.

VIII.  Public Hearing – Supplemental Budget Hearing- Mayor Trett opened the public hearing at 6:40 Pm and recessed the Reg CC meeting at 6:40 PM. 

a. Resolution 662 – A Resolution adopting a Supplemental Budget for changes to 
    the fiscal year 2023-2024 adopted budget. - Michelle Connor spoke about the resolution adopting a Supplemental Budget for changes. Eric Page made motion to approve the Resolution 662, seconded by Todd Smith, all in favor. 

IX. Resolutions, Orders and Administrative Action
a. Forestry Presentation- Michelle King and fellow forestry department personal came to discuss the following items. The road closures and the clean-up with certain forest roads. The replating of trees. 
b. Marion County Commercial Septic Update – Chris Einmo- Marion County Public works. Chris gave a brief update on what is happening with this program. Letters have been mailed for out reach of the owners of the properties. 
c. RES 663 – Continuation of the ALT Fund- Eric Page Made motion for the continuation of the ALT Fund, Seconded by Denny Nielsen all in favor. 
d. RES 664 – Continuation of the Vehicle Reserve Fund- Michelle Connor, Todd Smith made motion for the continuation of the Vehicle reserve fund, seconded by Tim Luke, all in favor. 
e. TOT Grant – Eric Page- Eric Page amended what had been discussed at a prior city council meeting. We have allocated 1,500.00 dollars for the TOT fund to the Detroit Lake Foundation and community events. Seconded by Todd Smith, all in favor. 
f. MWVCOG Annual Master Services Contract – Michelle Connor- Went over the annual contract with COG. Motion was made by Denny Nielsen that we set this aside and speak about it again in June, seconded by Greg Sheppard, all in favor. Some discussion was had about different options that could be available for planning. This will be discussed further in June.     
g. Community Prosperity Initiative – Denny Nielsen – Marion County has been providing us with $15,000 yearly grants. This number has been changed and it will be $20,000 a year. We can also do a $60,000 grant to have the large lump sum.

Chief Patterson went over what is happening with the new fire station and with staffing for summer.

Greg Sheppard- I am wanting to put in for another grant so that we can fix 2nd street and some of Lakecrest. I would like to do some stripes in town. I would like to find some funding for dust abatement. 

Eric Page- We have made great gains in finding leaks and the fixing of meters. We will be switching to Breitenbush when it is needed. 

Tim Luke- I have a bid from Hobbs Painting. Michelle Connor let Tim know that Joe had gotten paint and painting has been done, Tim will take a look at it to see if work will still need to be done. 

Michele Tesdal- We have been approved for a RARE member who will live in our community for 9 months and make a Master Plan for the park. 

Todd Smith- Our tree cutter, Steve Winn, has done a great job with the hazard trees. He will be coming back up to take care of some more trees. We hired an Ordinance officer, Kellie Ryan, and she will be starting this week.

Denny Nielsen - Downtown Detroit Vision Plan-A joint session with City Council and our Planning Commission was held remotely via Zoom on April 23, 2024, at 6:30 PM. Our consulting team reviewed the code updates and facilitated a robust discussion with those in attendance. Final language for the business district codes will be completed by the end of May. Other Activities
Active planning for both the Lodge Motel and the Cedars Restaurant are ongoing with septic treatment designs in process. 
The digital reader board project will be presented to our Planning Commission next week for review and approval. Once approved by City Council there is 14-day appeal period prior to installation. Barring an appeal Salem Sign will be on site during the first week in June to complete the project. 
Our proposed City Charter has been the focus of community education through social media, the City’s webpage, articles in the Statesman and the Canyon Weekly and many personal discussions with residents. We have been pleased with the mostly positive comments and discussions during the past 3 weeks. Results sometime after the 21st. 
Opal Creek Grant funding remains in process with Marion Co. Nothing new to report. 

XIII. Mayor’s Report – I will be spending some time with Marion County Emergency Management plan. I attended the water basin meeting. It was very interesting information.
